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We were plea sed to receive the sum of $5000 (five thousand doll ars) from you and an
authorization letter for us to collect $66 50 (six thousand six hundred and fift y dolla rs from Mr.
Victor Cole of the Rokel Commercial Bank making a total of $ 11.650 (elev en thousand six
hundred and fifty dollars). Th is amo unt will be disbursed as indicated in yo ur letter or lSI
November 2007.

On behalf of all the ben eficiaries, We wish to thank you and the A sso ciation for this kind
consideration. We are glad to know that our well -being is highly considered by Regen tonians in
Amer ica . With the high expectations follo wing the change of status, we real ize that We arc in the
forefront of the change process and will work exceedingly hard to im prove on our perform ances.

In yo ur letter. there is an indication that Dr. Bob Thomas' scholarship award of $925 has
been disbursed pri vately. An amount in excess of t\VO million leo nes was received in September
2006 from Mr. Kamara acting on his behal f. This amount was lodged in our acc ount but not
disbursed. This amount will now be disbursed to the scholarship holders he is sponsoring.

As regards Dr. .Akkaris awards, we have endeavoured to report on the progress of the
pup ils and even mentioned in one of our letters that one of the students sponsored by him obtained
the best result in the school for WASSCE last year. We have aske d all the awardccs to subm it
photocopies oflast year's results so that these can be sent to you.

During your vis it to the school, you disclosed tha t the Association had approved our
suggestion that the MAZDA Bus. which was do nated by the Assoc iat ion in 1991 and has been in
the garage for the last fo ur years, be disposed of. We have informed the mechanic and
arrangements are underway.

As the school's status has changed and provision has been made in the budget for staff
salaries, the Salary Support ACCOWlt that was opened with funds from the Association is not bein g
USed at the moment. The funds in the account arc being invested in government sec urit ies while
we await your decision on its future.

'Your visit provided an opportunity for you to see var ious parts of the school and to disc uss
our futureplan s. A lot needs to be done but we be lieve positive steps are being taken in the right
direction. We pray for God"s guidance and the comm itment of all stakeholder; as we cont inue~ to
implement our plans.
